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The Processed Words of Pastor Stoner - July 2014

| have just attended my 29th New Jersey Synod
Assembly. This year the only things that were different from
all the other Assemblies was the place and the Bishop.
Bishop Tracie Bartholomew presided over her first Synod
Assembly and did a wonderful job of keeping the
proceedings moving in a timely way, (Translation - We
finished early). She also presided with humor and awe at all
the things she reported on and heard reported. She was
gracious.

The other difference was the place. Ocean Place
Resort in Long Branch, NJ was new to almost everyone in
attendance. At the end of the two day assembly it was
almost unanimous that we should be back to “Ocean Place,”
next year and the year after... The facilities were awesome.

The theme for this year’'s Assembly was “Listen, God
Is Calling”. There was plenty of opportunity to realize the
truth of that title. It was obvious to me, that God is not only
calling loud and clear, but God’s children of the NJ Synod
and the ELCA are indeed listening.

Bishop Bartholomew was hearing God clearly when
she wrote in her report:

“Listen, God is Calling - In the midst of an exciting and
sometimes tumultuous context, we continue to listen for
and respond to God’s call. Where and how are we to be
the church together for the sake of the world? How do
we make changes that will be life-giving? When do we
bring certain ministries to an end in order for new
ministries to be raised up? Whose voices go unheard
unless we intentionally seek them out? What is
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standing in the way of our congregations being
strengthened? Why are we often afraid to risk going
where Jesus leads?”

The Rev. Michael Stadie, Program Director for
Lutheran Disaster Response, and the ELCA representative
from Chicago: told us how much the whole church that
makes up the ELCA is listening, especially when it comes to
how we “Lutherans respond to crisis anywhere in the US or
around the world.” Pastor Stadie, suggested that when city,
state and national leaders gather to begin the process of
sifting through the wreckage of disasters, like hurricane
Sandy, A shout goes up among those “in the know” when
ELCA Disaster Response teams walk in the meeting - “The
Lutherans Are Here.” Listen, God is calling for someone to
help and Lutherans always show up.

It's true, I've been one of those leaders sitting in a
room for the first meeting of the disaster team, wondering
where to begin; when | heard the shout “the Lutherans Are
Here” even before | realized that | was not the only Lutheran
in the room. The ELCA Disaster Preparedness Team did
indeed make it to the meeting. God called - we listened - we
showed up.

Reports and conversations about all the ministries
going on in all the congregation of the Synod were all proof
that God called and we listened. From advocacy on behalf of
the poor, to mission trips leaving for Bosnia - the NJ Synod
heard God'’s call and offered a response.

As | sat and listened to report after report, | began to
realize that Temple Lutheran Church is a congregation that
is very tuned in to God’s call.

God calls us to feed the hungry - we listen and act - the
hungry are fed.



God calls us to lift the burden of the homeless - we listen
and act - the homeless know they are not
abandoned.

God calls us to welcome the stranger - we listen and act -
our doors are always open, the hand of welcome is
always visible, the welcoming word is always
offered.

God calls us to be generous - we listen and act - we
share from our hearts ten percent of our total
income.

God calls us to care for all - we listen and act - Mission
trips to John’s island.

God calls us to teach - we listen and act - Vacation Bible
School for all children of the community, Bible
Studies weekly, Families prepared for passing on
the faith, confirmation and first communion classes
given to all.

God calls us to worship - we listen and act - we not only
offer worship at various times and various ways, but
we worship our God very well.

Bishop Bartholomew's report asks one other question:

“Why are we often afraid to risk going where Jesus leads?”
It& a very good question, but | have a feeling she may have
asked it differently had she been writing just to the disciples
of Jesus at Temple Lutheran Church. She might have asked,
“Why are you not afraid to risk going where Jesus leads and
where are you going next?” It is indeed a very exciting time
to be the church and I can hardly wait to be able to tell her
where God’s call is leading us in the future.
